In upper-level
studios, refine your expertise by developing a
body of self-directed artwork in a class
environment of discussion and exchange.

At UTM, take Art History courses that span from
the ancient to the contemporary worlds. Learn
different approaches to the analysis and
interpretation of artefacts and understand the
role of visual creativity in shaping cultures and
communities. Additionally, learn about the
history and methods of the discipline and have
the opportunity to take courses in curatorial
studies.
