Program eligibility
Early Childhood Education diploma (MTCU 51211)
or equivalent postsecondary diploma as
accepted and approved for registration with the
College of Early Childhood Educators of Ontario,
with a cumulative GPA of 2.5 or greater (average
C+).

Applicant selection
Eligible applicants are selected based on their
previous academic achievement in their Early
Childhood Education diploma with a 2.5
minimum cumulative GPA.

You may be asked to submit your College of
Early Childhood Educators of Ontario registration
number after you apply. If required, instructions
will be posted in your Sheridan Application
Portal.

Applicants who do not meet the admission
requirements for this program may be advised
individually regarding other related programs.

English language proficiency
All applicants whose first language is not English
must meet Sheridan’s English proficiency
requirements.

Criminal record check
Sheridan field placement agencies may require a
police record check for criminal offences, a
vulnerable sector check and/or a current
acceptable record of immunization. Students will
be required to provide this documentation
directly to their field placement prior to the start
of the placement and at their own expense.
Students who cannot meet these requirements
may have limited field placement opportunities.
