Applicant selection

Eligible applicants will be selected on the basis
of previous academic achievement and related
courses, and/or demonstrated experience.

Postsecondary transcripts, indicating courses
completed to date, must be submitted to
ontariocolleges.ca at the time of application.

Applicants who do not meet the admission
requirements for this program may be advised
individually regarding other related programs.

Criminal record check and immunization
requirements

Field placement agencies will ask students to
submit a police record check. This includes a
vulnerable sector screen. Field placement
agencies may also request a current record of
immunization. This may include COVID-19
vaccines.

Students will submit these records directly to
their field placement agencies before they begin
placement, and at their own expense.

Students who cannot meet these requirements
may have limited field placement opportunities.
This may impact their progression in or
completion of the program.
