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Pathways
Students choose the English for Academic Purposes program to enhance their education
and employment prospects. At program completion, students have academic and
employability skills in areas such as English language proficiency, research, goal setting,
conversation management and formal presentations. Upon successful completion of all the
courses in the Level 5 program (including a General Education course), students will receive a
General Arts and Science Ontario College Certificate. Successful graduates can apply to
other programs at Sheridan with no further testing required if their overall GPA is 70% (for
certificate and diploma programs excluding Pharmacy Technician) and 75% (for all degrees
and post-graduate certificates).
