Option 1: bachelor's degree

* Honours or other undergraduate degree in the
fields of animation, VFX, game design and
development, interactive, mobile, experiential
design, digital communications, film, TV,
computer science or computer engineering.

¢ Minimum GPA of 70% within the last two years
of the degree.

¢ Applicants are required to submit a portfolio.
Option 2: diploma and work experience

* Ontario College diploma or equivalent in the
fields of animation, VFX, game design and
development, interactive, mobile, experiential
design, digital communications, film, TV,
computer science or computer engineering.

¢ Minimum GPA of 70% within your relevant
Ontario College diploma.

* Applicants must demonstrate that their relevant
work experience is equivalent to the knowledge
and skills attained through a degree.
Applicants must have related work experience,
with a minimum of two years relevant
leadership experience that demonstrates
complex problem solving.

¢ Applicants are required to submit a portfolio.

* Applicants must complete a bridging course
(Composition and Rhetoric) and obtain a
minimum grade of 70% before starting the
program.

Portfolio

* Candidates to the program are selected on the
basis of academic achievement and the
evaluation of their portfolio assessment, which
includes a Statement of Interest, resume,
references and portfolio of work.

* The detailed portfolio requirements including
due date and submission instructions will be
posted in your Sheridan Application Portal.
Please note that there is a portfolio
assessment fee.
