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Selection Process for Applicants

Eligible applicants are selected on the basis of their academic achievement (in progress or
completed) and the result of their portfolio submission. Applicants to the Degree completion
program are required to have the following:

¢ Ontario secondary School Diploma or equivalent, including this required course:
o One English, Grade 12 (ENG4U) with a minimum 65% or equivalent

e Overall GPA of 2.5 (65%) in the Fleming College Haliburton School of Art and Design
Visual and Creative Arts diploma

o Portfolio of work from the Fleming College Haliburton School of Art and Design Visual
and Creative Arts program.

e Statement of Intent

Applicants selected for the program will be notified through their Sheridan email account. These
decisions will not be released over the phone. Fee, registration and timetable information will
follow. Classes for the fall term begin Tuesday, September 3, 2024.
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Academic Integrity

By submitting your Admission Requirements, you are agreeing to comply with Sheridan’s
