• Letter of Intent and Résumé 

Applicants selected for the program will be notified through their Sheridan email account. 
Decisions will not be released over the phone. Fee, registration and timetable information 
will follow. Classes for the fall term begin September 3, 2024. 

You will be required to submit a portfolio, résumé and letter of intent online. The deadline to 
submit portfolios for the first round of assessment is February 22, 2024. After this date, 
assessments will be made on a first-come, first serve basis for the remaining available seats. 
It’s in your best interest to upload your portfolio as soon as possible.
