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Program Eligibility

e Sheridan’s Computer Animation Program or equivalent as assessed by Sheridan;
and

e A postsecondary diploma or degree in art and/or design,
or

e Demonstrated competence through relevant educational and/or work experience

Credentials earned at less than the equivalent of an Ontario College Diploma will not be
considered as having met the academic entrance requirements.

Applicants who do not have the educational and/or work experience or fail to demonstrate the
required technical skills will not have their portfolio reviewed and will result in a score of 0.

A thorough understanding of 3D CG modelling, texturing and lighting (Maya or Houdini preferred)
as well as basic animation and compositing skills are essential factors to qualify for this program.
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Selection Process for Applicants

Eligible applicants are selected on the basis of:
o Demonstrated competence through related work and/or educational experience

e Letter of Intent and Résumé

e Portfolio assessment

Applicants selected for the program will be notified through their Sheridan email account.
Decisions will not be released over the phone. Fee, registration and timetable information
will follow. Classes for the fall term begin September 3, 2024.

You will be required to submit a portfolio, résumé and letter of intent online. The deadline to
submit portfolios for the first round of assessment is February 22, 2024. After this date,
assessments will be made on a first-come, first serve basis for the remaining available
seats. It's in your best interest to submit your documents as soon as possible, as seats ca
n fill quickly.



Academic Integrity

By submitting your Admission Requirements, you are agreeing to comply with Sheridan’s
