Selection process for applicants

below to determine eligibility.

Post-secondary transcripts indicating courses completed to-date and cumulative Grade Point
Average (GPA), must be submitted at the time of application.

Résumé outlining your academic background, business/work or unpaid/volunteer work
experience must be included.

Applicants selected for the program will be notified through their Sheridan email account.
Decisions will not be released over the phone. Fee, registration and timetable information will
follow.
